The French Mathematician, Lecompte de 
Nouy, examined the laws of probability for 
a single molecule of high dissymmetry to 
be formed by the action of chance. De Nouy 
found that, on an average, the time needed 
to form one such molecule of our terrestrial 
globe would be about 10 to the 253 power, i.e. 
billions of years.

                                   Sovereign God 

In the frigid waters around Greenland are 
countless icebergs, some little and some 
gigantic. If you’d observe them carefully, you’d 
notice that sometimes the small ice pieces 
move in one direction while their massive 
counterparts flow in another.
